
MARTINEZ GROUPS: What benefits will your client get, what does s/he need to do, and when will s/he get benefits again? 

REMEMBER TO HAVE CLIENTS UPDATE THEIR ADDRESS WITH SOCIAL SECURITY SO THEY CAN RECEIVE THESE IMPORTANT NOTICES! 
 

GROUP I 

Qualifications:   

 Client’s benefits were suspended after 
1/1/07, OR 

 Client appealed a suspension of 
benefits and got an appeal decision 
after 1/1/07, OR 

 Client filed an appeal of a suspension of 
benefits and did not get a final decision 

*Group I should get back all benefits from   the 
date the benefits stopped                           
*Clients should not have to file a new 
application or have a new disability                 
*For SS:  payment of benefits should be 
automatic                                       
*For SSI, client should receive a letter from 
local SS office to make an appointment to 
show eligibility 

When will your client’s benefits be reinstated? 

 If client received SS benefits: 
o Client should have gotten a 

notice in 12/09 
o Should start getting benefits 

back between 12/09 and 6/10 

 If client received SSI benefits: 
o Client should get a notice 

between 4/10 and 9/10 
o If client is still eligible for SSI, 

should start getting benefits 
sometime between 4/10 and 
12/10 

 

GROUP II 

Qualifications: 

 Client applied for benefits and received 

a denial notice after 1/1/07, OR 

 Client appealed a denial and got a 

decision after 1/1/07, OR 

 Client appealed a denial of benefits and 

did not get a final decision 

*Group II will get back all benefits s/he  would 

have received if original application had been 

granted            

*Applicants for SSI must show that they met all 

SSI requirements, but they will not have a new 

disability determination if they already had one  

*Clients will receive a notice from SS asking 

them to contact SS about their benefits 

When will your client’s benefits be reinstated? 

 If client applied for SS benefits: 

o Client should have gotten a 

notice in 12/09 

o Should start getting benefits 

between 12/09 and 6/10 

 If client applied for SSI benefits: 

o Client should get a notice 

between 4/10 and 9/10 

o If client is still eligible for SSI, 

s/he should start getting 

benefits sometime between 

4/10 and 12/10 

GROUP III 

Qualifications: 

 Client’s benefits were stopped or 

denied between 1/1/00 and 12/31/06, 

AND 

 Client did NOT have a pending appeal 

after 1/1/07 

*Group III probably needs to reapply for 

benefitsτSS will send notice, and notice will 

tell client if s/he needs to reapply and how 

*Client has 6 MONTHS FROM DATE OF NOTICE 

to reapply              

*If client reapplies within 6 months and is 

eligible, s/he will receive back benefits as if s/he 

filed on 4/1/09 (clients will not get the back 

benefits unless they reapply within 6 months)    

*If client is already on back benefits, but they 

have been reduced because of “overpayments,” 

SS will stop collecting overpayment and will 

start paying full monthly benefit going forward, 

but no refunds for money already collected 

When will your client’s benefits be reinstated? 

 Client should receive notice from SS 

between 4/10 and 12/10 about 

reapplication—make sure to reapply 

within 6 MONTHS! (SS MUST STOP 

REDUCING BENEFITS DURING THIS TIME 

FOR OVERPAYMENTS IT SAID CLIENT 

WAS PAID
